Glossary

Tangential stress:
Force acting in a generally horizontal direction; especially: a
force that produces mountain folding and over thrusting.

Hyperbolic paraboloid. : A saddle-shaped quadric surface
whose sections by planes parallel to one coordinate plane are
hyperbolas while those sections by planes parallel to the
other two are parabolas if proper orientation of the coordinate
axes is assumed.
