Adapted  –  To change something to suit different conditions or situations. 

 

Correctional  –  Related to the punishment and treatment of people who have 

committed  crimes. 

 

Criteria  – A standard or quality by which something can be judged or 

decided. 

 

Intramural  –  Recreation or competitive sports organized within a particular 

institution,  usually an educational institution or a set of 

geographical area. 

 

Profession  –  Any type of work that needs special training or a particular 

skill, especially those that involves prolonged training. 

 

Recreational  –  A way of enjoying yourself when you are not working, 

something people do to relax or have fun; activities done for 

enjoyment. 

 
Resort  –  A place that is frequented for holidays or recreation or for a 

particular purpose; location where people go for rest, sport. 

 

Specialize  –  To pursue some special line of study or work, have speciality; 

requiring or having detailed training or expertise in a particular 

field. 

 

Traditional  –  Following or belonging to the ways of behaving or system that 

have continued  in a group of people or society for a long 

time without changing. 

 

Transition  –  The process or period of changing from one state or condition 

to another; a change from one form or type to another.
